MATERIAL HANDLING - Assist in organizing workshop 
materials such as wood, wheels, paint, tools and other re-
purposed and found materials used for KoKo projects.

GARDENING - Assist in sustaining and beautifying the 
KoKo garden.

BUILDING - Assist in building sustainable structures to 
maintain the lot while learning how to use various tools.

BREAK DOWN - Utilize tools to take apart past builds 
and re-purpose materials for new projects.

 
HOW SHOULD I PREPARE 
FOR A SESSION?
Before your session at the KoKo Lot, fill out our volunteer 
form and waiver. Wear close-toed shoes and clothes that 
are weather appropriate and can get dirty! Bring water to 
stay hydrated. 

Volunteers under the age of 12 must be supervised 
by an adult. Volunteers ages 13 and over can earn 
community service hours at the KoKo Lot, Wednesday 
from 3:30 - 6:30 when public school is in session.
